 (1 Mile East of Butler Co. Line)

historic area of Barnes, Waterville, Blue Rapids, and 
Marysville, Ks.

TAX FACTS 
 
 On June 6, 1932, as part of the Revenue Act of 1932, Congress levied  tax on gasoline for the first 
time ever.  From then on, each gallon of gasoline and fuel would cost you an extra penny.  Today, we pay the 
Feds 18.4 cents for each gallon we stick into our gas tanks.  But then the states want to get their share ï 24 
cents for Kansas, 17.3 cents for Missouri.  The most expensive states to drive around in are Pennsylvania and 
New York which add more than 50 cents in tax for each gallon.  But lest you feel like you're being ñtaken for 
a rideò, the US has the second lowest gas tax among developed countries, beat out only by Mexico which has 
no tax at all.  Excluding US and Mexico the average gas tax in developed countries is over $2.70, which is 
greater than the cost of the gasoline itself.

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FIRESTONE vs GOODYEAR TIRES 
 

 This message is for owners of 30 & 31 Model A 
cars and pickups that use 19ò tires, size, 475/500 x 19ò.  
The Firestone tire is too wide for side mount spare fender 
well(s).  You can put them in the well un-inflated, and then 
inflate them but you canôt pull them out of the well if they 
are inflated.   So, if you donôt have a means to inflate them 
on the road and you have a flat, you are ñup the creek.ò 
 
 The width of the Firestone tire is 5 7/8ò at the wid-
est point. 
 
 The width of the Goodyear tire is 5 3/8ò at the 
widest point or a full İ ñ narrower. 

 
This something to consider if you are buying new 

tires and you have side mounted spare(s).    The Fire-
stones wear very well but the Goodyear tires are the cor-
rect exact dimensions of the original tires.  These are the 
two most popular brands on the market.  We have not 
heard of any problems with other brands.

SETTING THE SPARK CONTROL LEVER 

 
Over the last 70 years or so the common misconception has 

evolved, that the spark control lever should be all the way down.  Remem-
ber the old Model T saying to ñPull both ears downò for the most speed 
and power. THIS IS ABSOLUTELY THE WRONG THING TO DO AND 
THE ENGINE LIFE WILL BE SHORTENED.  This setting could throw 
the engine into a pre-ignition condition where the cylinders fire before the 
correct position.  This puts extra stress on the connecting rods and bear-
ings.  If the Model A had a higher compression ratio similar to modern 
cars it would ñping like crazyò in this position.  I understand that it is pos-
sible to make an engine with a high compression Brumfield head ñpingò 
by advancing the spark lever too much. 
 The easiest way to set the spark lever correctly is to pull it all the 
way down and then push it back up until you detect power loss.  Then pull 
the lever down slightly and you will be at the optimum operating condition.   
When putting the engine under load causing it to slow down such as going 
up a hill, push to spark control lever up slightly to match the engine speed 
reduction. Again, this saves the engine bearings. 
 In the Model A Ford owners manual under The Spark Control, driv-
ers are instructed to advance the lever about half way down the quadrant for 
average driving. There are a lot of variables such as correct timing, cam-
shaft wear and distributor upper plate travel but if those are all OK, by using 
the aforementioned technique, the spark lever will not be all the way down 
at 45 mph.     R & J

No. 5504.  One of the new jacket frocks has a skirt pleated in 
the front and a jacket cleverly cut to form a rounded bolero in 
the back.  The neckline is a low V, revealing the vest. 
 
No. 5519.  A skirt shirred in the front is combined with a hip 
length jumper with raglan sleeves and a novel neckline.  A flat 
belt marks the waistline and forms a slight blouse. 
 
No. 5506.  A new collar formed by a handkerchief attached at 
the neckline that may be worn open in bertha effect or knotted 
in front adds distinction to a simple tailored frock.
