ITEMS TO INCLUDE CONTINUE: 
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SPARE COIL 
 
 

If you plan on driving your Model A any further 
than a local parade you should always carry a 
spare coil.  Coils donôt fail very often, but when 
they do there is nothing you can do to improvise.  
Youôre just ñdead in the waterò so to speak.  Actu-
ally coils last a long time, but if you ever inadvert-
ently leave the ignition switch on over night or 
longer the coil gets warm or hot and eventually 
breaks down the dielectric on the interior of the 
coil.  After that condition the coil is destined to 
fail as the windings begin to short. 
 
The original coil had the mounting bracket spot 
welded on.  Then in later years generic coils came 
with no bracket as they would fit many different 
cars and you could reuse the old bracket on some 
cars. 

 
If you order a spare coil be sure to order a bracket 
at the same time. 
 
But, if you get caught with no bracket, donôt des-
pair.  If you have some wire ties in your tool box, 
you can ñpiggy backò the generic coil to the origi-
nal coil and the wires are long enough that you can 
just move them over.  It will require 4, 8ò or 2 15ò 
wire ties to tie it on securely. 
 
In keeping with the Model A simplicity theme that 
it is so famous for, you can also use your shoe 
strings to tie on the generic coil. 

 
Actually you can also buy the original style coil with 
integral bracket but it costs, $50-$60, compared to a 
generic coil and bracket for about $20. The last bracket 
that I purchased for the generic coil wouldnôt tighten 
up on the coil so I had to put a couple of wraps of elec-
trical tape around the coil to take up the slack.   RG
