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TIRES  
 

A lot of the guys try to keep their best 
tires on the front of their Model A and 
modern car.  Put your best tires on the 
rear of the car. 
 
Kurt Scientific Counselors, Inc., exam-
ine many accident involved tires each 
year.  More rear-tire blowouts become 
accidents.  A tire failure on the rear of 
the vehicle is more apt to result in the 
loss of steering control than a tire fail-
ure on the front. When a rear tire fails, 
the rear of the vehicle swerves or fish-
tails in the direction of the failed tire.  
This points the vehicle in the opposite 
direction, and in nine out of ten rear 
tire failure accidents the vehicle ends up 
on the side of the highway opposite the 
side of the failed tire.  When a front tire 
fails, the vehicle also veers in the direc-
tion of the failed tire, but a competent 
driver can maintain steering control un-
til the vehicle comes to a stop. 
 
Goodyear's tire experts also warn that 
bringing a car under control after a rear 
tire is punctured often can be more dif-
ficult than if the puncture had occurred 
in a front tire.

Shoe laces were available in many lengths and materials. Most commonly, they were made of silk, cotton or leather. Note 
that the ends could be wrapped tight in a fiber or metal tip or end in a mini tassel. Leather laces did not have tips on them. 
You would not have found colors more stimulating than black, brown, tan and white in the Model A era. 

This listing is for silk laces with tassels and tubular cotton 
laces with fiber tips. They came in 18ò and 27ò lengths. 

These laces have tasseled ends. 

The white canvas shoes came in a strap with center 
buckle style as well as a lace up style. 
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
