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Big Kansas Road Trip 

PAST TOURS

    Saturday, May 5, 2018 arrived and the much anticipated Big Kansas Road Trip was starting.  With eight Model Aôs, one 
modern car and sixteen people, we set off from the west side of Wichita to participate in the inaugural event.  Designed by 
a group of Kansas Explorers, the intent was to show case lesser-known places in Kansas and provide an economic shot to 
the small towns and communities.  With blue sky, rising sun at our backs and an ahooga for luck, we were on our way. 
    Our first stop of the tour was the Carry Nation Home and Stockade Museum located in Medicine Lodge, Ks.  Ms.  
Nation, was best known around the country for paving the way for the Eighteenth Amendment (passed in 1919) prohibit-
ing the sale of alcohol.  At almost six feet tall and wielding a hatchet she was an imposing presence and her hatchet image 
became her iconic legacy.  Not as well know, Ms. Nation published a newspaper writing about the evils of alcohol, advice 
on child rearing and the importance of women gaining the vote.  Her work paved the way for the Nineteenth Amendment 
which gave women the right to vote. 
    The Stockade Museum which is collocated with the Carry Nation home, provided a replica of the original 1874 structure 
that gave early settlers protection from raiding Indians.  The museum houses a number of antiques from decades past 
providing the visitor with a sense of life in early Kansas. 
    Leaving Medicine Lodge, the myth that Kansas is óall flatô was quickly dispelled as we entered the Gyp Hills in Barber 

County.  With a two lane paved road ribbon as our center row seat we ha a perfect view 
from our Model A windows looking out over thousands of acres of green grass lands 
punctuated by rolling hills with red jagged canyons and bluffs. 
The expansive fields were sprinkled with hundreds of black angus beef lazily grazing as 
well as vast expanses of newly planted wheat.  It was picture perfect Kansasðandðit 
was not flat! 
    Our second stop of the day was in Wilmore, Kansas.  With a population of 53 people 
and offset about four miles from the highway, Wilmore is a Kansas town that most peo-
ple would pass by.  Three things were in Wilmoreôs favor this date:  picnic, carousel 
and Sears & Roebuck house!  Analogous to Abraham Maslowôs hierarchy of needs, we 
were on a quest to knock out the first three; food, security and friends.  Because of the 
Big Kansas Road Trip, Wilmore was hosting a picnic.  Nothing attracts a true Model 
Aôer more than good food.  Our group caravanned to the city park and shelter area to 
share hot dogs and park our cars for an impromptu car show for the locals.  The main 
attraction for Wilmore, however, is a restored carousel and a vintage 1913 Sears & Roe-
buck house.  Both items are owned by Ernie and Christy Griffin.  Ernie and Christy split 
their time between San Diego, California and Wilmore, Kansas.  They alternate every 
three months to miss the temperature extremes of Kansas. Ernie welcomed us as new 
friends to the community and extended an invitation to ride on his restored carousel 
horses.  With the cars parked, the members clamored to mount and ride the beautifully 
restored horses.  With carousel music and lights, it offered a return, albeit short lived, to 

a simpler time and fond memories spent at an amusement park.  Whenever Ernie and Christy are in town, the carousel is 
available to ride for the cost of-free.  Simply toot the horn of your car and Ernie will come out to operate the carousel.  Just 
west of the restored carousel sits a restored 1913 Sears & Roebuck house.  Christy Griffin opened up the house for viewing 
to all visitors.  The thee-bedroom house was immaculate with lots of oak throughout and Christy allowed the members to 
visit every room-true Kansas hospitality does not get any better!

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    Alas, our allotted time for Wilmore had passed and we pointed the Aôs north to-
ward Greensburg, Kansas.  Greensburg was named for Donald R. Green.  Mr. Green 
owned the Cannonball Stageline and was instrumental in establishing the town that 
would bear his name.  On May 4, 2007, ninety-five percent of Greensburg was de-
stroyed by an F5 tornado.  Rather than give up and leave town, the inhabitants of 
Greensburg gathered together and decided to rebuild and play on the townôs name by 
rebuilding ñgreenò meeting LEED standards (Leadership in Energy & Environmental 
Design).  Our Model A clubós visit to Greensburg and overnight stay on May 5, 2018 
would not only commemorate a disaster but be our vote of confidence for our neigh-
bor to the west to continue the green journey. 
    While in Greensburg we toured the largest hand dug well (8 wonders of Ks).  
Completed in 1888, the well is 109 feet deep and 32 feet in diameter.  The well was 
dug in 1887 as the source of water for the town and was operated until 1932.  The 
construction of the well is considered a masterpiece of pioneer engineering and was 
designated a National Museum by the U.S. Government in 1972.  We next treated 
ourselves to a well deserved break at a restored and operational 1950 old fashioned 
soda fountain.  The soda fountain survived the tornado and has become a living histo-
ry exhibit at the Kiowa County Historical Museum.  Next up was a visit to the Twi-

light Theatre & Community Auditorium for a screening of ñGreensburg, Kansas:  The Small Town Reimaginedò.  The movie 
was produced for the 10th anniversary of the May 2007 tornado and provided a documentary of Greensburg before and after.  
Well done and very moving.  Our club concluded our Saturday tour with a visit to the Fromme-Birney Round Barn located 
approximately 12 miles west of Greensburg.  Club members were educated and entertained with song by Jeff Davidson, a 
western singer/songwriter. 
      Sunday, May 6 dawned and it was time to go home.  With fresh gas in the 
tanks, the Model Aôs were ready for the return drive through the Gypsum Hill 
region and a short driving tour of the Z-Bar Ranch.  Owned and operated by 
Ted Turner, the ranch is expansive.  With nearly 43,000 acres of open grazing 
land located in the heart of the Gyp Hills, it would provide a panoramic view 
of Kansas and hopefully allow us to see American Buffalo on the prairie.  
This would be  an opportunity of a lifetime!  With high expectations, six 
Model Aôs and one modern, we left the security of a paved highway for open 
range.  We were off on our first buffalo hunt! Sixteen miles in we were now 
fully embedded into the Gyp Hills of Kansas.  The scenery was beautiful.  
Lots of hills, lots of red dirt but it was beginning to get warm and there was 
no buffalo in site,  At the urging of my 23 year old daughter, who joined her mom 
and dad on her 1st Model A adventure, I continued on in search of buffalo. 
    In order to prepare myself for this part of the Big Kansas Road Trip, I had read  
up on buffalos.  They are big, really BIG.  Weighing in at 2000 lbs. they are almost 
the size of a Model A!  Buffalo are FAST.  Running up to 35 mph and they can turn quickly and get upset quickly.  Especial-
ly if they have a small calf.  After reading the article I considered myself an educated buffalo hunter.  Now in buffalo country 
and miles and miles from the nearest town my mind is thinking the worst.  As I am driving and reflecting, I recalled reading 
about a Kansas green horn visitor who decided to get a selfie with a cute newborn buffalo calf but instead got a trip to a hos-
pital after being gored by its mother. My mind is now running wild with visions of finding a buffalo, the buffalo has a calf.  
The buffalo gets upset, rams the Model A and the car tumbles into a beautiful red Gyp Hill ravine!  Maybe this was not such 
a good idea.  We continue on toward another Gyp Hill and OH MY GOD!  WE HAVE FOUND THE MOTHER LOAD OF 
BUFFALO!!!  In front of us, to the left and right of us there stood abut a hundred buffalo.  My wife and daughter are excited-
ly talking and taking pictures (from the car) as my eyes are taking it all in.  My mind is now racing overtime as I scan the far 
reaches (about 20 feet in front of us) for a baby buffalo calf.  I am not disappointed.  I start trying to count but soon realize 
there are too many to count.  We are surrounded!  What to do.  What to do.  I tell myself-òdonôt spook themò.  I now recall 
the article talked about the ñdominant maleò in the heard.  I look out the Model A windshield and standing directly in front of 
the car is what I a now sure is the dominant male!  My daughter says-òdad-what ever you do, donôt look him in the eyeò.  I 
am now completely confounded as I am afraid to look out the front window.  I go into my submissive mode, look to the left 
and down as I eased the Model A forward and hoped the heard would move off the road to greener pastures.  After what 
seemed like eternity, the buffalo began to meander off the road allowing us to pass without incident.  With the road cleared 
we continued our trip.

Elbert Rule Helped Introduce Filling Stations in Kansas 
 

   As president of the Golden Rule Oil, Elbert Rule was a builder and promoter.  He was one of the first men to  
establish filling stations in Kansas-drive inôs, no less.  In the early days of the car, Rule foresaw the future of the indus-
try and realized what an impact it could have on the oil business.  When he established his company in 1914, Rule start-
ed building filling stations with businesses devoted to furnishing oil, gasoline, tubes, tires and small repairs. 
    Ruleôs filling stations were usually on corners and referred to as drive ïinôs.  Prior to that, gasoline pumps were at the 
curb in front of stores, which handled gasoline only as a sideline. 
    Rule was born in Polk County, MO., on June 26, 1869.  Before coming to Kansas, he worked as a schoolteacher.  
Shortly before the turn of the century, he came to Kansas and started a grocery, dry goods and hardware store. 
    Besides the ñdrive-inò filling stations, Rule also originated the ñcut underò filling station.  In many towns, Rule found 
desirable locations for stations, but they were almost always occupied by major buildings.  His idea was to open up the 
first story of a corner building and fix it so cars could drive in and be served off the street and under shelter. 
    As he continued building the Rule company, Rule established a refinery in north Wichita, making and blending his 
own oils and gasoline under the trade name of ñBlue Ribbonò products. 
    In 1937, Rule sold more than 50 filling stations, bulk plans, and other properties to Champlin Refining Co. in Enid.  
He continued to operate the Golden Rule Co. as a jobbing and blending business for several more years and, in the 
meantime, he also devoted time to faming and ranching.  He owned several ranches in Colorado and Kansas and, at the 
time of his death in 1950, he was directing operations on three Kansas ranches. 
    Rule and his wife, Emma, lived at 1115 River Boulevard.  In 1927, at the height of his success, he owned 12 filling 
stations in Wichita.  They were at 238 S. Topeka, 1202 Bitting, 800 N. St. Francis, 2101 N. Lawrence (Broadway), 130 
W. First, 126 S. Seneca, 2102 E. Douglas, 1505 E. First, 458 N. Water, 902 E. Harry, 303 S. Main and 1358 Cleveland. 
    The Rule Building originally built in 1924 as Edgington Apartments, housed Ruleôs  headquarters.  The name was 
changed in 1954 to the Rule Building.  It was razed by the city in 1994. 
    Rule died on Oct. 7, 1950.  He was 81 years old.

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A Thermostat Theory by Tom Endy  

 
 The Model A Ford did not deliver with a thermo-
stat installed in the water cooling system. A few years later 
thermostats became the norm in new cars. Today it is be-
coming common practice for Model A owners to install a 
thermostat in the water outlet hose of their Model A Ford. 
However, there may have been some engine block design 
changes made to accommodate the thermostat that does not 
exist in a Model A engine block.  
 Rick Hall, a Victoria Association member in 
Southern California, has come up with a theory about the 
use of a thermostat in a Model A Ford that may have some 
merit. Recently four of us in the same area, including Rick 
and myself, have had a recently rebuilt engine fail with 
dramatic consequences. The number four piston virtually 
melted, with the ones in front of it showing signs of over-
heating.  
 After much investigation and speculation we have 
come to the conclusion that the cause was due to the poor 
quality pistons that have recently been imported from Tai-
wan by two of the better perceived suppliers. However, 
there could be an additional factor involved.  
 In all four cases the failure modes were the same. 
The engines had a sufficient number of miles on them 
since rebuild; the cars were cruising along at 55-60 mph in 
26% overdrive for about an hour or more with the ambient 
temperature at about 60 degrees. Each of the cars was 
equipped with a very efficient 4-tube radiator and with a 
160 degree thermostat installed. Each had a temperature 
gauge that indicated that the water temperature was below 
160 degree, which means the thermostat was closed block-
ing off the flow of water.  
 Rickôs theory is that under these circumstances 
with the thermostat closed water in not circulating through 
the block normally. With the thermostat closed only a 
small amount of water is getting past the thermostat 
through the two small holes drilled into the mounting 
flange of the thermostat. The water pump is not causing 
water to flow through the block normally as when no ther-
mostat is installed.  This may be causing the back end of 
the engine block to overheat due to the lack of proper wa-
ter circulation. The temperature gauge may be showing a 
value of less than 160 degrees at the water outlet hose, but 
the water temperature around the number four piston 
where the water is stagnant may be sufficiently higher al-
lowing the number four piston to overheat and fail.  
  
  
 It may be that engine block designers of later cars 
provided by-pass ports in the block to allow a continuous 

flow of water to all parts of the block when the thermostat 
was closed. The Model A engine block may not have this 
advantage.  
 This may not be a problem on a warm day or with 
a standard radiator that is partially blocked as the tempera-
ture will quickly rise above 160 degrees and the thermostat 
will open allowing the water pump to freely circulate water 
to all areas of the block as Henry designed.   
 It may be just a theory, but it may have some mer-
it. After experiencing a costly engine failure I decided to 
remove the thermostat from my Victoria. I canôt see where 
it can do any harm, after all Henry produced over five mil-
lion Model Aôs that roamed the planet for decades without 
a thermostat.
